Converting a videotape to DVD
Turn the Sharp LCD-TV on (power button is at the top right of the screen). Volume adjustment is on the top left. If you need headphones you can check out a pair at the Circulation desk.
Place a blank DVD in deck. If asked, select Yes to format the disc (press start). The format process should take approx. 1 minute. Press OK after you’re done.

Place the VHS tape in the left side of the deck and cue it up to where you want it to start. (Note: be sure the erase tab is removed on your videocassette to avoid accidental erasure.)
While both DVD and VHS are stopped press and hold [
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DVD] on the main unit for about 3 seconds or more (until “START” on the unit’s display terminates flashing).
Then press [[image: image2.bmp] REC] or [[image: image3.bmp]PLAY] on the main unit to copy the disc with or without finalizing.

· Check to see if the transfer (copying) starts properly.

· Copying is automatically completed when the tape reaches its end or the disc becomes full.

· If you pressed [[image: image4.bmp] REC] to copy, it will finalize when the copying is done. After finalizing, the discs become play-only and you can also play them on other DVD equipment. However, you can no longer record or edit.

Either way, when you are done transferring to DVD the final step in the process is to finalize the disc. If you try to eject the disc you’ll be prompted to finalize it – if you are done, select “yes” and proceed with the finalizing stage. This makes the DVD playable on most DVD decks.
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
